The NCCA is the policy making, the coordinating, and grants giving  agency for the preservation, development and promotion of Philippine culture and the arts.  It is a government agency under the Office of the President who is tasked with the administration of the National Endowment Fund for Culture and the Arts. 6.  Mindanao-wide Dance Competition

7.  Luzon Regional Dance Festival

4)  NATIONAL COMMITTEE ON DRAMATIC ARTS

1. Collaborative Sub-regional Theatre Collaborative Production and Exchange

This is a collaborative theater production aimed at a dynamic and intensive exchange between and among theater artists, groups or networks within a Philippine region, for example, a production within the Visayas involving artists from East and Western Visayas sub-regions, or one within Mindanao involving artists from one Mindanaon province and another, and so forth. The project will definitely enhance solidarity and resource-exchange among different networks in a given region. Another aim is the development of a region-based dramaturgy based on innovative, original, but region-based creations
Requirements for submission: 1. Regular requirements of NCCA (refer to proposal form); 2. full project proposal and detailed line-item budget; 3. Script/synopsis/scenarios; 4. Profile of the creative team;  5. Artistic treatment/directorial concept


Criteria for evaluation of the proposals: should involve at least two (2) theatre groups; artistic track record of the proponent and participating artists

Budget per project: P 500,000 
Slots open for application: 4 (1 each for Luzon, Visayas, Mindanao and NCR)

2. Theater Craft Development and Capability Building (choice of the following: Playwriting, Scenography, Acting and Directing)

These four specialized areas of theater production have been constant refrains in many a theater forum and conference. Assessments always point to the glaring need to hone more writers, designers, actors and directors. To respond to such a much-expressed need, the CDA opens the possibility for technically proficient theater institutions and artists to develop and conduct theater modules along these courses. As a matter of policy the NCDA shall monitor the screening of these trainers-applicants and the eventual implementation of these courses as to their curricular relevancy, appropriateness, creative methodologies,  and evaluation components. Training modules must integrate an orientation and perspective that is Philippine-based: materials, content, outputs, etc.
